· Grammar and Content Goals on the rubric may be modified based on the presentation; for instance, for the Brand presentation, the main grammar focus should be on modals usage. For the Bag presentation, it should be on past, present, and future: word endings.  Make modifications in the descriptors if necessary for these different presentations.
· Content and organization criteria will also be modified according to activity.  For example, if you are asking for 4 items in the Bag presentation, and the student only brings 2, he will get a 2-3 on the grading scale.
